Major
themes addressed this past year include:

e Review faith development efforts
O In partnership with our Church, parents and community, we foster an atmosphere that emphasizes high
Christian values. All students participate in weekly masses, class retreats, and numerous paraliturgies and
service projects throughout the school year.

e Recruit, retain, and sustain premier faculty
o The faculty of St. Thomas More Catholic School is dedicated to our mission. We hire and retain
teachers who live that in all they do — in their words, their deeds, and their actions. We have a faculty
that has an excellent blend of experience. STM teachers remain dedicated to the great tradition of Catholic
education. Our faculty’'s commitment to the development of the whole child is unmatched. They are always
growing and developing. They are positive, professional, passionate, and creative in all they do. They
never lose sight of their ministry as teachers.
o All teachers are certified according to state standards; fully approved by the Louisiana Department of
Education.
e Continue to improve core curriculum to realize individual growth
o One of the great challenges we face in education today is clarifying the content of education. Our
teachers continued to address this challenge throughout the summer by working within grade levels
and within departments to map and write instructional units for a cohesive and sequential curriculum
and by attending several professional development conferences. Whereas we recognize the need for
exploring new methodologies and curricular programs that truly engage our students but we want to
ensure that we do not lose the successful teaching strategies and positive teacher-student interactions in
the process.

o Thanks to your Annual Giving donations, STM students now have access to an additional computer lab
for classes to work on writing, projects, virtual experiments, and research.

o Inreviewing our Terra Nova test scores for the past 5 years, STM students perform above the Baton
Rouge Diocese average in all subjects.

o The charts below indicate STM student performance in Language Arts, Reading and Math. These
subjects have been the focus of our curriculum work and we are noticing significant class and
individual student academic growth.
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e Evaluate and/or expand electives in curriculum
o STM currently offers a variety of electives in computer applications, foreign language, art, choir, band,
and music.
e Perform needs assessment for building improvement
o A School Board committee has been working with us to develop a long-range facility improvement
plan. This summer we replaced the flooring in the 2", 5", and 6™ grade classrooms, updated air
conditioners, and painted the main building hall.
o Plans for this year include updating the gym and the development of a master facilities plan.
e Understand enrollment trends and development enrollment plan
o This board committee is reviewing baptismal records of our church parishes and studying the
demog\raphics of our surrounding neighborhoods.
o The 6" grade class has 124 students this year. To enhance the learning of these students, we created an
additional English and Literature section and provided teaching assistants in some of the other larger
classes.



o We are working in collaboration with Church Parishes, STM School Board Finance Committee, STM
Development Committee, and STM Home and School Association to provide tuition assistance to
those families in need.

e Review communications

o Each month, you will receive the Eagle’s Wings newsletter, monthly calendar, and Eagle’s Express
weekly updates to keep you informed about life at St. Thomas More Catholic School. Please take the
time each month to review this valuable information.

o A Parent Broadcast system is in place for you to receive emergency and/or important school
announcements on your telephone. It is critical that we have updated home and cell phone numbers on
file so that you receive this information in a timely fashion.

e On-going goals focus on the safety of our campus and parental involvement.

o Additional security cameras have been added to the campus.

o The Home and School Association, Mother and Child Association, and Men’s Club work continuously
with us in support of campus-wide efforts. This year, | invite you to join enthusiastically in our
celebrations. Participate in the activities, lend a hand, visit our classrooms, attend our Back to School
Nights and take pride in our work and accomplishments. Most importantly have fun and stay
involved!

In addition to the board’s strategic planning, I met several times a month with randomly selected parents in
focus groups. Your feedback and suggestions are invaluable to ensuring the success of STM. As a result of these
meetings, we implemented new carpool routes, scheduled summer AR testing dates, discussed the format of
conference days and will return the STM book fair to our campus. Please call me at anytime to schedule times for us
to talk about any issues that may be of interest to you.
